Embark on a panoramic tour
of historic Naples. Start at Posillipo Hill
for an impressive view of the city and 
the Bay of Naples. Witness the Castel
Nuovo, San Francesco di Paola, Teatro
di San Carlo and Piazza del Plebiscito.
Continue to Old Naples and experience
its medieval streets and the majesty of
its churches before visiting the Museo 
Archeologico Nazionale, which boasts a
collection of art and objects from 
Herculaneum and Pompeii. Cap off your
excursion by enjoying the local specialty,
Neapolitan pizza, for lunch.

Herculaneum and Pompeii. Spend a
full day exploring the ancient Roman
cities of Herculaneum and Pompeii,
which were destroyed when Mount
Vesuvius erupted in A.D. 79. The seaside
town of Herculaneum was preserved by
mudflows while Pompeii, the larger of
the two cities, was covered by ash. The
resulting preservation of these two cities
is unlike anything else in the world.
